beginning to play with melody on the quitar

One way to think of The neck of The gquitar is as a ruler.

What does it measure? A “Dore mi’ scale on each string.
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Learning a “Po re mi” scale on one string is one way you could get to
know the neck of your quitar better, (and the “Po re mi’ scale
better). It’s also a simple way to create melodies on the guitar. You
could make up melodies and focus on just one string instead of six,
(or even Two).

What happens when you start or stop on different
notes in the scaley Just finding the same notes on a different string
you might find yourself Tto starting or stopping in different places.
